Bridge Replacement on K-260 in McPherson County 

Work began Wednesday, June. 3, 2015, on a K-260 bridge replacement project near Moundridge in McPherson County. The project involves the removal of the bridge on the east-west leg of K-260 then constructing a new bridge in its place. K-260 traffic is being controlled with traffic signals and is reduced to one lane with a width restriction of 10 ft. 
Plans call for construction to be completed by mid-November of this year.
